They have been practicing long and
hard onh their fluency to be sure they are using an appropriate rate and wonderful expression to ensure the
younger students Will understand and be engaged.

Black History Month: This week the students will celebrate Black History Month by studying the

poetry, musicC, and art of the Harlem Renaissance. We will read and analyze poems by [Langston Hughes and
Coountee Cullen. We will also listen to songs by [ouis Armstrong, Ella Fitzgerald, Duke Ellington, Billie Holiday,
and Jelly Roll Morton. At the end of the week, we Will enjoy some artwork and even Create artwork of our own
inspired by this time period.

WYi'ti NS/Grammar: This week the students will be finishing up their review on synonyms and antonyms.

They will then begin to review similes and metaphors, two Very important and commonly used types of figurative
language. In writing, they will be learning a new graphiC organizer which will help them when writing a type of
essay Called text-dependent analysis (TDA for short). The organizer is Called RACES in which each letter stands
for something they need to inClude (R=restate, A=answer the question, C=Cite evidence, E=explainh evidence, S=
sum it up in a concluding sentence).

decimals! We will be studying our place-vValue Charts and identify places to the thousandths. e will be
representing decimals in Various forms and will end our week with comparing ahd ordering decimals.
