Student Name/Teacher/Date and Time of
Dismissal/Reason/Name of Adult picking up and
relationship/Parent Signature and parent daytime phone#.
It is very important to get these notes into your child's
teacher or to the main office prior to 2:00 pm.

All early dismissals should be completed at the main
office by 3:15. Students must be signed out. Dismissals
after 3:15 will be in the parent pick-up line.

The adult picking up must bring a government issued
Photo ID (preferably a driver’s license).

+ Refillable water bottles: Caln has transitioned to bottle
filling stations. Students should bring a refillable water
bottle to school.

¢ Transportation: Students assigned to a bus must get
on/off the assigned bus stop. Please be at the bus stop to
receive students at the assigned times. We appreciate
your cooperation.

¢ Parent-Pick-Up Notes & Reminder: Thank you for having
patience with us as we work to make our afternoon
dismissal more efficient.
