(1) a student shares a plan to 

harm him or herself or someone 
else 

(2) there is suspicion a student 
may be a victim of abuse or 

neglect 
 

In these situations, we are 
required by law to report this 
information to parents and/or 

to appropriate agencies. 
 

Counselors may share 
information with teachers/staff on 

a need-to- know basis, with 
student or parent permission.
